What do I do now? 
1. Return forms and any remaining balance Ð Please pay any remaining balance and 
return the Balance and Information sheet, Consent Form (signed), and Health Form 
(completed and signed).  Please mail these to

You may use a credit card for the remaining balance by calling (706)542-2061 or by 
faxing the information with a copy of your Balance and Information sheet to (706)542-
0846.  The remaining balance is due by June 5th, 2009.  Please allow for 5 days for U.S. 
Mail.  No refunds will be given after June 1st, 2009. 
 

What do I bring to Camp? 
 
Dorm Campers 

• $45.00 check for dorm key deposit Ð The deposit will be returned when the room 
key is returned at the end of camp. 

• Al l personal items, toiletries, and personal medications. 
• Bath towels and beach towels if you would like to swim. 
• Bed sheets, blanket, and pillow for a single bed or sleeping bag. (Single beds in 

the dorm are longer than regular single beds) 
• Clothes for the week, including athletic wear and or swim wear.  Dress for the 

camp is casual.  When choosing clothes for the camp, remember that Georgia 
summers can be very hot.  Because some walking will be involved, athletic shoes 
are a better choice than flip-flops or sandals. 

 
All Campers 

• Your instrument or equipment (i.e. Ð flag, batons, drum, etc.) Leadership 
Students need to bring and be prepared to play their instrument.   

• Pencil and notebook 
• Personal compact disc player (optional) 
• Anything else necessary for you to perform in your area of specialization. 
• $25-30 dollars spending money for pizza, bookstore, postage, or laundry. 
 

Where / When do I go for Registration? 
Registration will be held at the West Campus Parking Deck on the UGA Campus.   Three 
high rise dorms, where the Summer Marching Band Camp students will be housed, Brumby 
Hall, Russell Hall and Creswell Hall are located near this parking deck.  
 



Campers who will be arriving by air or bus should contact the Summer Music Camp office at 
(706)542-2061 to arrange for travel to the West Campus Parking Deck.     
 
To avoid congestion, registration times for this yearÕs camp will be staggered into two 
sessions by age and instrument.  Please plan to arrive within the time frame below: 
 
Registration this year will be staggered.  All Individuals who are enrolled as Drum 
Majors, Leadership, or Percussion will register between 11:30 and 2:00 PM.  All 
Auxiliaries will register between 2:00 and 4:30 PM.   
 
At registration, the following will take place: 

• You will turn in your Consent and Health Forms if you have not done so. 
• You will receive your schedule for the week, meal band, room assignment, and t-

shirt. 
• Dorm Students will pay their $45 key deposit and receive their room key. 
 

What Happens After Registration? 
 
After registration, dorm students will have time to settle into their dorm.  All students 
will meet with their camp division at 4:30 PM.  Dinner will take place at 5:00 PM and a 
general camp meeting will follow at 6:00 PM.  The first instruction session will take 
place from 6:45 Ð 9:00 PM.  Lights out is at 10:30 PM.  Day students may depart from 
the dorm at 9:00 PM. 
 

What is the Dorm like? 
 
Campers in the 2009 Summer Marching Band Camp will be staying in the residence halls 
on the University of Georgia campus.  The dorms are air-conditioned, with two beds per 
room and community restrooms with showers and toilet stalls.  Snack, drink, and ice 
machines are in the residence hall lobby, as well as pay phones, a television, and an 
ATM. 
 
Each room contains a telephone which may be used locally free of charge.  Long 
distance calling requires a calling card. 
 
As mentioned above, sheets are not provided by the residence hall.  It is recommended 
that campers bring plenty of sheets (extra long), blankets, and a pillow due to the 
possibility of the room becoming rather cool at night. 
 

What about Food! 
 
All students will eat lunch and dinner and the award-winning dining halls.  This isnÕt 
your typical Òcafeteria food.Ó  UGA has one of the most honored and awarded Food 
Services programs of any institution in the country.  There will be a very wide variety of 
food, including a great selection for those with special dietary concerns.  All meals at the 



dining halls include unlimited seconds.  A continental breakfast will be served in the 
lobby of the dorm every morning. 

 
 
 
What will the Daily Schedule be like? 
 
All Students will be in classes or other activities from 8:30 AM Ð 9:00 PM each day.  
Lunch is served at noon with dinner at 5:30 PM.  You will receive a detailed schedule 
when you arrive for registration. 
 

How do we get around? 
 
The UGA Summer Marching Band Camp will arrange for bus transportation to and from 
all locations on campus and will be assisted and accompanied by Camp Staff when riding 
the bus. 
 
It will be necessary to walk to lunch each day. The walk is pleasant and safe and takes 
about 7 minutes from the School of Music. Though the walk is rather modest, campers 
are advised to wear athletic shoes to daily activities. 
 
What if I get sick or hurt? 
 
Your signed health form allows us to transport you to the University Health Center in 
case of illness or injury. Emergencies will be handled by St. Mary's Hospital in Athens. 
Should medical care become necessary it will be at your parent's expense. 
 
Please complete the health form thoroughly, paying special attention to any specific 
allergies or conditions that may apply to you. If there is a condition of which the camp 
staff should be aware, please let us know about this prior to the start of camp. Of course, 
if you get sick or hurt, we expect you to let us know so we can fix it! 
 

Final Performance 
 
The final performance will be held on Thursday morning at 10:00 AM at Legion Field.  
Legion Field is located next to the dorms that the Summer Marching Band Camp will be 
staying in during the week of camp. 
 
The performance will consist of a visual or musical routine designated to display the 
skills that camp students will have learned.  Parents are invited and encouraged to attend.  
Following the performance, dorm students may check out of their dorm rooms.  Day 
campers are free to go at that time. 
 
Rules 



 
All of the rules for camp can be found on the enclosed "General Policies" form. We 
expect our campers to behave like young men and women, with respect for other campers 
and for the facilities of the University of Georgia. Naturally, we do not allow harmful or 
unhealthy behavior (smoking, drinking) under any circumstances. We expect all campers 
to participate in all camp activities and to follow the directions of camp staff and faculty. 
 
We rarely encounter any discipline problems at our camp. We believe our campers are 
among the best and brightest students. In those cases when a camper can not follow the 
rules, we usually send the individual home. This is rarely necessary, but not out of the 
question. We want you to have a wonderful experience at the UGA Summer Marching 
Band Camp, and you can do so by following the enclosed rules and policies.

Directions to the West Campus Parking Deck (Registration) 

• Traveling South to Athens: Follow U.S. 29, GA 106, U.S.441, or U.S. 129 South to 
Athens. Each Joins GA 10 Loop (Athens Perimeter). Exit at College Station Road (Exit 
#7) and turn right. Turn right at the second light onto East Campus Road and then left 
onto Carlton Street. Follow Carlton until the dead end and turn right on Lumpkin Street. 
Turn left at the first light onto University Court and follow the road around the dorm 
building and then go directly through light and into the West Campus parking deck.  
Registration will take place in the parking deck. 

• Traveling North to Athens: Follow Highway 441 / 129 North to Athens. Each joins 
GA 10 Loop (Athens Perimeter). Take Loop 10 eastbound. Exit at College Station Road 
(Exit #7) and turn left. Turn right at the third light onto East Campus Road and then left 
onto Carlton Street. Follow Carlton until the dead end and turn right on Lumpkin Street. 
Turn left at the first light onto University Court and follow the road around the dorm 
building and then go directly through the light and into the West Campus parking deck.  
Registration will take place in the parking deck. 

• Traveling East to Athens: Travel east on U.S. 78 or GA 316 to Athens. If traveling on 
U.S. 78, exit onto GA 316 East. Turn right onto the Athens Perimeter (GA Loop 10) 
traveling East (There is a sign for the University of Georgia/Athens By-Pass at the 
junction of GA 316 and the 10 Loop). After approximately five miles on the Perimeter, 
exit onto College Station Road (Exit #7). Take a left onto College Station Road. Turn 
right at the third light onto East Campus Road and then left onto Carlton Street. Follow 
Carlton until the dead end and turn right on Lumpkin Street. Turn left at the first light 
onto University Court and follow the road around the dorm building and then go directly 
through the light and into the West Campus parking deck.  Registration will take place in 
the parking deck. 

• Traveling West to Athens: Take U.S. 78 West to Athens. In Athens, travel under the 
Athens Perimeter (GA Loop 10) then take a left at the next traffic light onto the 
Perimeter going westbound. Exit the Perimeter at the next exit, which is College Station 
Road (Exit #7). Turn right onto College Station Road. Turn right at the second light onto 
East Campus Road and then left onto Carlton Street. Follow Carlton until the dead end 
and turn right on Lumpkin Street. Turn left at the first light onto University Court and 
follow the road around the dorm building and then go directly through the light and into 
the West Campus parking deck.  Registration will take place in the parking deck. 

 
From West Campus Deck to the School of Music (for campers who need to 
drop off equipment---Please proceed to the School of Music after first registering at the 
West Campus Parking Deck) 

Exit from the West Campus Deck straight through the traffic light and continue straight 
through two traffic lights.  The street(Cedar Street) dead ends at a traffic light.  Bear left at this 
li ght onto East Campus Road (not well-marked).  Continue 1/5 mile (just past the pedestrian 
bridge) and turn right under the railroad trestle onto River Road (carefulÉ it is difficult to see!).  
After about 1 mile, turn right and  proceed up the hill into the Hugh Hodgson School of Music/ 
Performing Arts Center Parking lot.  Auditions are held in the building on your left at the top of 
the hill (marked ÒHugh Hodgson School of MusicÓ).

General Policies  

1. General Discipline - Students' social and moral behavior 
is of paramount importance to the success of the total 
program of the camp. You are young adults and will be treated 
as such. 
2. Personal Appearance - While the camp does not define 
personal dress, it does insist that all participants be neat 
and dressed in good taste at all times. Wear shoes at all 
appropriate times. 
3. Alcoholic Beverages - Possession and/or use of alcoholic 
beverages by anyone will result in expulsion. 
4. Drugs- All personnel are advised that federal and state 
laws prohibit the possession or use of given drugs. The camp 
will immediately expel any person involved with drugs and 
will turn such cases over to proper civil authorities.  
Prescribed drugs / medications must be noted on your medical 
form at check-in. 
5. Smoking - There is to be NO SMOKING by any student at any 
time. 
6. Vehicles - We cannot accept responsibility for automobile 
accidents. Students are not to ride in or have cars during 
the time enrolled in the camp. University of  Georgia buses 
may be used whenever appropriate. Day campers are to drive 
only to reach campus and return home. In case of illness or 
emergency, campers may be transported to the University 
Health Center by staff members. Under no other circumstances 
will any student ride in any vehicle other than university 
buses or vans. Students will walk to lunch. 
7. Class and Program Attendance - Students are to attend and 
be punctual to all classes and evening programs except when 
excused by your counselor, the University Health Center, or 
the camp office. Contact your head dorm counselor or call the 
camp office should you become ill.  
8. Use and/or Abuse of Property - Any student defacing 
property will be liable for damages and considered for 
expulsion. The residence hall is an air-conditioned building; 
windows there are not to be opened. Students found throwing 
anything from a window will be dismissed from the dormitory 
and the camp. 
9. Campus Curfew - If you stay on campus, you are to 
be in the dormitory each night by the scheduled time, 
be on your floor at 10:00 p.m., and be in your room 
and quiet by 10:30 p.m. 
10. Room Visitation and Dating - Campers must stay on their 
assigned floor. Check the indicator over the elevator door 
before stepping out to be sure you are on the right floor. We 
do not allow boys in girl’s rooms, on girl’s halls, or vice-



versa. For your own protection, keep your door locked at all 
times even when just walking down the hall for a moment and 
do not lose your room key or meal band. Camp participants are 
not to associate with non-camp personnel. University security 
will monitor the area and remove non- participants. 
11. Practicing in the Residence Hall - Refrain from 
practicing in your rooms at any time. 
12. Messages - Messages will be placed on lobby bulletin 
boards. Mail is distributed each evening. 
13. The Camp Staff reserves the right to enter any dorm room 
for the purposes of ensuring the safety of camp students or 
protecting university or private property.
