UGA Self-Guided Tour

Visitors Center - Four Towers Building

Originally built as a dairy barn in 1937 by the Public Works Administration, the Four Towers Building houses the University’s
visitors’ services program in the two southern most wings. The building also houses offices of the College of Agricultural and
Environmental Sciences (CAES), including the CAES Activity Center.

(Exit the Visitors Center parking lot to College Station Road. Take a right onto College Station.)

Intramural Fields
This complex is open to all students for intramural sport competitions or open recreational facilities. This area includes athletic
fields, walking trails, tennis courts, and a pavilion and beach area around Lake Herrick.

(At the traffic light, take a right onto East Campus Road.)
University Health Center (located on the right)

This facility was opened in December 1997. It serves currently enrolled students. Services include an at-cost pharmacy, acute care
clinic, travel clinic, allergy clinic, women's clinic, dental clinic, sports medicine clinic, and counseling and psychological services. A
$17 million expansion is under construction now.

Family Housing (located on the left)
Students who are married or have dependent children qualify for family housing.

(Continue on East Campus Road)

Tucker Hall (on the left; on the corner of East Campus Road and Green Street)
The School of Social Work is located in Tucker Hall and offers five degrees including the BSW, MSW, MSW/JD, PhD, and Master
of Arts in Nonprofit Management.

Davison Life Sciences Building (on the left; behind Tucker Hall)
The Departments of Genetics and Biochemistry and Molecular Biology are located here. It was designed to look like a strand of
DNA when viewed from above.

(Continue on East Campus Road-turning left at the light onto Cedar Street.)

Science Row (on the right)
A number of science classes are headquartered on this area of campus. The seven buildings east to west are Food Science, Poultry
Science, Biology, Chemistry, Computational Chemistry, Geology/Geography and Physics/Astronomy.

Conner Hall (on the left)
The Dean’s Office of the College of Agricultural and Environmental Sciences (CAES) is located here. The CAES is one of the
oldest and among the best U.S. colleges of agriculture and currently is the academic home to more than 1,800 UGA students.

Lumpkin House/ Rock House (on the left; next to Conner Hall)
Original deed of 1907 stated that the entire grant, most of Ag Hill, (land and house) would revert back to the Lumpkin family if the
Lumpkin House was ever moved or destroyed.

Boyd Graduate Research Center (located down Brooks Driveean be viewed from Cedar Street)
The mathematics and computer science departments are located here. The science library is located adjacent to this building.

(Stay straight on Cedar Street to Lumpkin Street. Cross Lumpkin Street moving toward Oglethorpe House.)

Oglethorpe House (directly ahead)
One of 21 residence halls on campus, Oglethorpe House is co-ed with suite-style living arrangements with a bath between two
rooms. Oglethorpe House Dining Commons is next to the residence hall and is one of the four dining halls on campus.

Hill Community (on the right)
The Hill Community consists of several smaller residence halls — all of these residence halls have sinks in the room. Hill, Boggs,
Lipscomb, and Mell are co-ed while Church is entirely female.

(Turn right at the traffic light onto Cloverhurst Avenue. Look up to the left to view:)



Colonial Community Residence Halls (High Rise Dorms)

Brumby Hall is all-female with community baths. Russell Hallis coed by wing and Creswell Hall is coed by floor, both with
community baths. All three dorms house approximately 1,000 first-year students. In 2005, the University made it mandatory for
first-year students to live on campus.

Bolton Dining Commons (on the left)

Bolton is the largest of our four dining halls in terms of square footage. Students can choose to purchase a meal plan contract to be a
part of a 5-day or 7-day meal plan, which will grant them unlimited access to any dining hall on campus. The UGA Food Services
program was recently ranked in the top 1 percent of all college food service programs in the nation.

(Turn right onto Baxter Street. Take a left onto Lumpkin Street)

Student Learning Center (on the right)

The $42 million Student Learning Center, opened in 2003, houses classrooms and library space at the heart of campus. The building
is entirely dedicated to students and houses no departmental or faculty offices. Inside are nearly 100 individual study rooms and
more than 500 flat-panel computer work stations plus a Mac design lab. The Tate Student Center addition will face the SLC across a
new quadrangle.

Fine Arts Building (on the right)
This building contains classrooms, offices, and practice rooms for the Department of Drama. The Fine Arts Theatre is also part of
the building and is used for plays, concerts, etc.

Joe Brown Hall (on the right)
Home of the Germanic and Slavic Languages, the Comparative Literature Department, and the Chinese and Japanese languages
majors.

Founders Memorial Garden (on the right)
The first garden club of America was founded in Athens in 1891. This garden was developed to honor the founding members.

Gilbert Hall (on the right)

This building houses the Romance Languages department and was the previous location of the health center.

Fraternity Houses / Greek Life/ Religious Centers
In moving north on Lumpkin Street, you may have noticed on the left side of the street several fraternity houses and religious
organizations. There are more than 500 registered student organizations on campus.

Downtown Athensis adjacent to campus and features some great locally owned restaurants, shops, and music venues. Athens-
Clarke County has a population of around 100,000 people.

Study Abroad
The UGA Study Abroad office is located in the Bank of America building downtown. UGA is one of the top universities in America
for the number of students who study abroad. UGA offers 90+ study abroad programs.

(Take a right onto Broad Street. Locate a parking place either along the street or take a right onto Jackson Street
and park in the North Campus Parking Deck on your left. The walking tour begins at the Arch.)

Walking Tour of North Campus
(Follow the sidewalk at the Arch through historic North Campus)

The Arch

Erected in 1858, the Arch is modeled after the great seal of Georgia. The columns stand for “Wisdom, Justice and Moderation”
which is also the Georgia state motto. The University of Georgia was chartered in 1785 and was the first state-chartered institution
of higher education in America. However, classes did not begin on campus until 1801.

Holmes-Hunter Academic Building

Originally, this building was two separate buildings: the Ivy building, which contained classrooms and the Library. At the turn of
the century, the buildings were joined. Today, the building houses offices for Student Affairs, Financial Aid, the Registrar, and
others. In January 2001, the building was renamed the Holmes-Hunter Academic Building in honor of Hamilton Holmes and
Charlayne Hunter-Gault, the first African-American students to enroll at the University of Georgia.

Demosthenian Hall / Phi Kappa Hall
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Home of two of UGA’s literary and debate societies, these buildings remain very much the same as they did during the antebellum
period. During the Civil War, Union troops occupied Phi Kappa Hall.

Chapel

Dedicated in 1832, the Chapel served as the site where students and faculty attended church services three times a week.

Today, assemblies, concerts and lectures are held here. A large framed oil painting of “The Interior of Saint Peter’s in Rome” is
housed inside.

Moore College/Herty Field (located behind he Chapel)

Moore College houses the Honors Program. Inside are advising offices, computer labs and classrooms for Honor students. About 10
percent of each incoming freshman class is admitted to the Honors program — these students enjoy special opportunities for research,
study abroad programs, and scholarships. Herty Field was UGA’s first athletic field and was the site of UGA’s first intercollegiate
football game in 1892 when UGA defeated Mercer 50-0.

Caldwell Hall (behind Herty Field opposite Moore Collge)
This facility houses classrooms and offices for the School of Environment and Design, which features the largest Landscape
Architecture program in the country.

Candler Hall (adjacent to Herty Field)
This building is home to the School of Public and International Affairs, where students can earn bachelors degrees in political
science and international affairs. SPIA also offers a nationally acclaimed masters degree in Public Administration.

Terrell Hall (located across the Quad)
The Undergraduate Admissions Office is located on the second floor. Admissions Information Sessions are conducted Monday
through Friday at 10:30am and 2:00 pm. The Speech Communication department is located on the first floor.

Administration Building (located across the Quad)

Originally, this building was built as a library for students but quickly became too small to house all library materials. In the late
40’s, it became the Georgia Museum of Art. In 1982, the GA General Assembly designated the Georgia Museum of Art as the
state’s official art museum. The new location for the Georgia Museum of Art is on East Campus. This building currently houses the
office of the university president and the senior vice presidents.

New College
The advising office of the Franklin College of Arts and Sciences, the oldest and largest of the 16 schools within the University, is
located here. This building is scheduled for a complete interior renovation to begin soon.

Old College

The oldest building on campus, built in 1806, Old College is modeled after Connecticut Hall at Yale (Abraham Baldwin, UGA’s 1st
President, graduated from Yale). Crawford W. Long, a pioneer in the use of anesthesia, and Alexander Stevens, VP of the
Confederacy, lived here when they were students at UGA. (Plaque located on north wall). The Franklin College dean’s office is
here now.

Lustrat House (located across the Quad)
Originally, this building was a faculty house. Today, it houses the Office of Legal Affairs.

Waddel Hall (located across the Quad)
The second oldest building on campus, this building was once known as Philosophical Hall. It has served many uses over the years
and currently houses administrative offices.

Law School / Law Library
The UGA School of Law is located in Hirsch Hall with the Law Library adjacent to the school. Currently, the Law School ranks
among the top public law schools in the country according to the annual rankings by U.S. News & World Report.

Peabody Hall (across from the Law School)
Religion and philosophy departments are located in this building, named for George Peabody, a New England merchant, who
directed in his will that his estate be distributed to promote public education.

llah Dunlap Little Library/ The Main Library

Nearly 4 million volumes are contained in the four primary on-campus libraries. An elaborate computer system, Galileo, helps
students locate materials in libraries throughout the system. The Hargrett Rare Book and Manuscript Library contains a copy of the
original Confederate Constitution and papers of Margaret Mitchell, author of Gone With the Wind, along with other rare and
interesting materials.




(Turn right at the Library.)

Dean Rusk Hall (on the left)

Named for the U.S. Secretary of State in the Kennedy and Johnson administrations who served on the UGA law faculty for 20 years,
this facility includes multi-purpose classrooms, an electronic courtroom, space for the Institute of Continuing Judicial Education,
faculty offices for the Law School, and the Dean Rusk Center for International and Comparative Law.

Brooks Hall (straight ahead)
This building houses the Terry College of Business. Classrooms and faculty offices are located here. The business school offers
undergraduate degrees in nine different disciplines.

(Turn left. Proceed down the hill toward Baldwin Street.)
Sanford Hall

Opened in September 1997, this building houses classrooms for the College of Business and a student lounge for business students.
This building is completely funded through private donations. Every seat is equipped with either a computer or a computer hook-up
to the Internet.

Park Hall
The departments of English and Classics are housed in Park Hall.

(From atop the hill at Park Hall, you can look down and see the following buildings)

Military Science Building (on the right)
Houses the University’s Army ROTC program.

PsychologyJournalism Complex (on the left)

Houses the Grady College of Journalism and Mass Communication, the Department of Psychology, auditoriums and general
classroom space.

-College of Jairnalism and Mass Communication

The Journalism program is one of the top programs in the country. Famous alumni include the late humorist, Lewis Grizzard, 20/20
correspondent Deborah Roberts, and Time Inc’s Editor-In-Chief, John Huey.

-Psychology Departent

The Psychology department contains a fully staffed psychology clinic with services available to students and the public.

University Bookstore (on the right)
The bookstore is normally open Monday-Thursday from 8:00 a.m.-7:00 p.m., on Friday from 8:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m., on Saturday from
10 am. — 5 p.m. and on Sunday from 12 p.m. - 5 p.m. The bookstore contains books, souvenirs, UGA apparel, supplies, etc.

Tate Student Center (on the right)

Named for the late William Tate, long-time Dean of Men, the center contains a food court, 500-seat movie theater, study lounges,
US Post Office, and meeting rooms. A $58 million expansion and renovation to the Tate Center is currently under way and is due to
be complete by Summer, 2009.

Memorial Hall (on the left)
Built to honor the 47 UGA men who died in WWI, Memorial Hall contains offices for Greek Life, Student Leadership, Multicultural
Services, and International Student Life among others. The African American Cultural Center is also located in Memorial Hall.

Sanford Stadium (on the left)

Home of the Georgia Bulldogs, the stadium seats 92,746 and is the fifth largest on-campus stadium in the country. It was the site of
the medal rounds for 1996 Olympic Soccer Games. The famous hedges were removed in 1995 order to have a big enough playing
field for soccer, but they were replaced by descendants of the original hedges.

(This concludes the walking portion of the tour. At this point you can walk back to your car)

(Once in your car, turn right onto Jackson Street (if you are parked downtown) or left onto Jackson Street (if you are
exiting the North Campus Parking Deck).

Baldwin Hall (on the left at the intersection with Baldwin Street)
Home to the Political Science and Sociology Departments and offices for the School of Public and International Affairs



LeConte Hall (on the right at the intersection with Baldwin Street)
History Department is located here.

(At the next traffic light, take a left onto Baldwin Street. At the next traffic light, take a right onto East Campus Road.
Continue south until you come to the intersection of East Campus Road and Cedar Street. Turn right. Proceed to the
next light. Turn left on Sanford Drive and look to the left to see Dawson Hall)

Dawson Hall (on the left after theCedar Street intersection)
This building is the home of the College of Family and Consumer Science. Departments in this college include Foods & Nutrition,
Child & Family Development, Textiles, Merchandising & Interiors, Housing & Consumer Economics, and FACS Education.

Myers Residential Community (on the right)

This community consists of student residence halls. Myers Hall reopened after a renovation, which included air conditioning, in Fall
2003 and is the Honors Magnet dorm. Mary Lyndon Hall is home to the language immersion program, which requires participants
to speak entirely French or Spanish when in the building. Rutherford Hall houses the Franklin Residential College where students
in the College of Arts and Sciences can live and interact with faculty. All of these residence halls have community baths. The first
women’s hall on campus, Soule Hall (on the left), has apartment style living, and is all female.

Science Library (behind Soule Hall)

One of the four on-campus libraries.

Marine Sciences/Dance Building (on the left)
The Marine Sciences Building is actually the west wing of the former Physical Education Building. The east wing now houses the
Dance Department.

Snelling Dining Commons (on the left)

One of the four dining halls seen on the tour, Snelling was renovated in Summer 2001. Meals are available to the public for a cash
price. As of Spring 2007, Snelling is open 24 hours a day Monday — Thursday. Snelling is the first college dining hall in the country
to offer 24-hour service.

Geagia Center for Continuing Education / South Campus Parking Deck (on the right)

The Georgia Center is the largest university-based continuing education center in the world. The center includes meeting and
classroom facilities, dining and banquet areas and overnight guest lodging. The parking deck is one of the areas visitors may park on
campus for a cash fee.

(At the traffic light, at the intersection of Sanford Drive and Carlton Street as you prepare to take a left at the light
onto Carlton Street, look South...)

Butts-Mehre Heritage Hall (black dome building directly in front of you beyond the practice fields)
The building is named for two former football coaches, Wally Butts and Harry Mehre. The Athletic Department offices are located
here and include Sports Information, Ticket Office, Promotions, Football and Administrative Offices. A museum of Georgia sports
history and memorabilia is open to the public Monday - Friday 8-5.

(Take a left onto Carlton Street)

Stegeman Coliseum (on the right)

The Coliseum and the adjacent Coliseum Training Facility are the homes of men’s and women’s basketball and women’s
gymnastics teams. A number of administrative offices are also housed here. Volleyball and Rhythmic Gymnastics events were held
here during the 1996 Summer Olympic games. A number of athletic sites and facilities can be seen behind Stegeman Coliseum.
These include the Rankin M. Smith, Sr. StudentAthletic Academic Center giving student athletes a place to focus on their
academic work, Foley Baseball Fied, and Magill Tennis Complex and the NCAA Tennis Hall of Fame.

Coverdell Center
This new $40 million facility is named after the late Senator Paul Coverdell. It has laboratory space to house 25 research teams or
approximately 275 scientists, staff, and graduate students. It is the home to some of UGA’s premier life sciences programs.

(Continue down Carlton Street. At the intersection of Carlton Street and Brooks Drive, look to the left to see Brooks
Mall; this former street was converted into a pedestrian mall that will stretch to Conner Hall. Brooks Mall is a key
link in the master plan for providing more green space. Two of UGA'’s fifteen schools/colleges can be viewed from
this site)

Pharmacy Building (on the left of the mall)
The College of Pharmacy is located here. The Pharmacy program admits approximately 125 students each year and is a 4-year
professional program leading to a doctorate in pharmacy.



Warnell School of Forestry and Natural Resources (on the right of the mall)

On the right is the first building in a complex of four on south campus which provide facilities for the

Daniel B. Warnell School of Forestry and Natural Resources. The school manages more than 25,000 acres of forest-land including
the local 800-acre Whitehall Forest, which serves as a field laboratory for instruction and research.

(Proceed down Carlton Street)

Miller Plant Sciences (on the left)
Departments of agronomy, botany, horticulture and plant pathology are located here.

College of Veterinay Medicine (on the right)

The Vet School boasts one of the top programs in the country and is the only vet school in the state. There are only 27 veterinary
schools in the nation, and the UGA vet school serves as the resident school for Georgia, Delaware, West Virginia, and South
Carolina. The Vet School enrolls 96 new students each year out of the more than 550 who apply. A small animal teaching hospital is
part of the school.

Aderhold Hall (on the left)
The College of Education is headquartered here. This college has the largest teaching faculty of any school of education in the
country and offers 16 undergraduate majors and 34 graduate programs.

(Cross over East Campus Road and follow the River Rd. circle)

Performing and Visual Arts Complex (on the left)

The complex consists of 4 buildings: the Georgia Museum of Art, the Performing Arts Center, the School of Music, and the new
Lamar Dodd School of Art building.

The Georgia Museum of Art was designated the state museum of art in 1982. More than 7000 works are included in the Museum’s
present collection. The museum is open to the public every day except Monday and includes a cafe and a gift shop.

The Performing Arts Center boasts two acoustically acclaimed concert halls.

The third building is the School of Music. It is filled with acoustically appropriate rehearsal rooms and performance halls and is a
model for music facilities.

The new $40 million facility for the Lamar Dodd School of Art will open in fall of 2008. The new building will provide state of the
art facilities for graduate and undergraduate studio and art history programs, as well as providing faculty studios and administration
offices.

(Proceeding toward the loop)
Immediately in front of you is the:

East Village Commons
The East Village Commons houses the newest dining hall, The Summit, a food court, a general store and the offices of the Parking
Services Department.

East Campus Village
Off to the east is the East Campus Village four new residence halls, which accommodate 1200 students. Each resident in the East
Campus Village has a private bedroom and shares a common living and kitchen area with up to three other students.

(Continue around the loop.)

To the left will be:

Ramsey Student Center for Physical Activities

The Ramsey Center covers 5.5 acres (footprint is larger than Sanford Stadium), which makes it the largest building on campus. It
was the largest facility of its kind to be built at one time in the country. The center includes 3 pools, a 2,000-seat volleyball arena, a
10,000 square foot strength & conditioning room, a 44-foot high climbing wall, 8 gyms and 10 racquetball courts. The School of
Health and Human Performance classrooms, faculty offices, etc. are located in one wing of the building.

(Turn right at the Four Towers sign to return to the Visitors Center Parking lot. A new addition to East Campus can
be seen from the Visitors Center parking lot as you look southeast)

Animal Science Complex

The Animal Science Complex is the headquarters for the Animal and Dairy Science Department. The purpose of this facility is to
bring teaching, research and extension faculty, staff and students into one central location for the study of management of beef
cattle, dairy cattle, sheep, swine and horses.
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
